Shortbread

Ingredients:
•	 1 cup butter (make sure it’s soft but not melted)
•	 ½ cup icing sugar
•	 1 ½ cups All-Purpose flour

Beat butter and sugar together 
for 2 minutes with a hand or 
stand mixer.  Add the flour and 
beat for an additional 10 minutes 
until nice and fluffy (it’s worth 
it!).  Drop from spoon and bake 
at 300 degrees F.  for about 20 minutes. (don’t overbake, 
remove from oven as soon as you see a little browning 
on the edges).  Optional: decorate with cherry or almond 
before baking.
